CITY OF CUSTER CITY 
COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS- REGULAR SESSION 

November 19th, 2012 
Mayor Gary Lipp called to order the second regular meeting of the Common Council for the month of 

November, 2012 at 5:30 p.m.  Present at roll call were Councilpersons Heinrich, Kothe, Fischer, Herman, 
Schleining and Chris Beesley, City Attorney.  The Pledge of Allegiance was stated.  
AGENDA 

Councilperson Heinrich moved, with a second by Councilperson Fischer, to approve the agenda. The 
motion unanimously carried. 
MINUTES 

Councilperson Schleining moved, with a second by Councilperson Kothe, to approve the minutes from the 
November 5th, 2012 regular meeting. The motion unanimously carried.  
CONFLICTS OF INTEREST 
 Councilperson Schleining stated that she would be abstaining from any action on the Final Plat for Pacer 
Subdivision. No other conflicts of interest were stated.   
DEPARTMENT HEAD DISCUSSION    
 Bob Morrison, Public Works Director, gave Council an update on the Christmas Parade coming up, the 
boiler project at the Custer Community Center, bug tree marking, WWTP aerator replacement project and 
playground ADA changes.    
 Rex Harris, Community Development Director, gave Council an update on the recent Economic 
Development Committee & Veterans Memorial Meetings, status of the DOT agreement, West Dam project, the 
deer count, pre-disaster mitigation grant and photogrammetric mapping.                 
 Laurie Woodward, Finance Officer, gave Council a brief report on the claims in for payment and CD 
renewal.   
PUBLIC HEARING – LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWALS 
 The Council was presented with a renewal list of liquor and wine license applications for 2013 licenses. The lists 
consist of 20 licenses for renewal. Councilperson Herman moved to approve the applications as listed contingent upon 
proof of insurance being provided for each licensee. Seconded by Councilperson Heinrich, the motion unanimously 
carried.  
ORDINANCE #728 – 2012 SUPPLEMENTAL BUDGET – FIRST READING 
 Councilperson Herman moved to approve the first reading of Ordinance #728, 2012 Supplemental Budget. 
Seconded by Councilperson Schleining, the motion unanimously carried.  
PHOTOGRAMMETRIC MAPPING 
 Council postponed any action on the photogrammetric mapping till a later date to the weather.    
ENGINEERING GENERAL SERVICE DISCOUNT PROPOSAL 
 Councilperson Schleining moved to approve the Engineering General Service Discount Proposal with FourFront 
Design. Seconded by Councilperson Herman the motion unanimously carried.   
WASTEWATER COLLECTION SYSTEM REPLACEMENT ENGINEERING PROPOSAL 
 Councilperson Herman moved to table the Wastewater Collection System Replacement Engineering Proposal till 
the next meeting. Seconded by Councilperson Fischer, the motion unanimously carried.    
NUISANCE VIOLATION – BILL ANDERSON 
 Mayor Lipp stated that the City Crew will mow the right-of-way at Bill Anderson’s property as a onetime solution. 
The Public Works Director will meet with Mr. Anderson to visit about the drainage issues.           
OLD TIME COUNTRY FOURTH REQUEST – CHAMBER OF COMMERCE 
 Councilperson Heinrich moved to approve the Chamber of Commerce request for the Old Time Country Fourth 
for July 3-4, 2013, which includes use of Way Park and the Showmobile, closure of a few parking spaces along Way Park, 
parade to be held the morning of July 4th down Mt Rushmore Road from 8th Street to 2nd Street and to host flag-raising 
ceremonies on July 3rd & 4th by the flag pole on South 5th Street. Seconded by Councilperson Fischer, the motion 
unanimously carried.      
BINGO REQUEST – CUSTER SENIOR CENTER 
 Councilperson Herman moved to approve the request from the Custer Senior Center to host bingo every 
Saturday night as a fund raiser. Seconded by Councilperson Kothe, the motion unanimously carried.  
RAFFLE REQUEST – HUNTER POND BENEFIT 
 Councilperson Herman moved to approve the raffle request for the Hunter Pond Benefit, with the drawing being 
December 15th. Seconded by Councilperson Heinrich, the motion unanimously carried.   
BOOTHILL RIGHT-OF-WAY 
 Mayor Lipp stated that the City Crew will mow the right-of-way at Boothill for safety reasons, as a onetime 
solution.   
RECREATIONAL SERVICE AGREEMENT - YMCA

 Councilperson Heinrich moved to approve the recreational service agreement with the Custer YMCA for 2013. 
Seconded by Councilperson Fischer, the motion unanimously carried.  
CHANGE ORDER – 9TH STREET & BLUEBELL/CANAL STREET PROJECT 
 Councilperson Schleining moved to approve the change order for the 9th Street and Bluebell/Canal Street Project 
with Ainsworth-Benning Construction for $35,038.22. Seconded by Councilperson Herman, the motion carried with 
Councilperson Heinrich, Kothe, Fischer, Herman and Schleining voting yes.     
FINAL PLAT – PACER SUBDIVISION 
 Councilperson Herman moved to approve the final plat of Pacer Subdivision, Plat of Zellner Tract, Hobbs 
Tract No 1, Hobbs Tract No 2, Hobbs Tract No 3, Massa Tract, Blume Tract No 1, Blume Tract No 2, Babbington 
Tract and Trac 1, all located in Bothel Tract, Stratton Tract No 1, Stratton Tract No 2, Horn Tract, Lots 1 and 2 of 
Stinnett Tract, Simms Tract, Govn’t Lot 10 for OFLP Properties, LLC. Seconded by Councilperson Fischer, the 
motion unanimously carried with Councilperson Schleining abstaining.  
FINAL PLAT – STONE HILL SUBDIVISION 
 Councilperson Herman moved to approve the final plat of Stone Hill Subdivision, a plat of Lots 2A, 2B, 3A 
and 3B of Block 1, for SHS Development. Seconded by Councilperson Fischer, the motion unanimously carried.  
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT – MOBILE HOME PARK – PAUL LECLAIR  
 Councilperson Herman moved to approve the conditional use permit for Paul LeClair, Lot B of Tract 2 of 
Wood Subdivision for a mobile home park. Seconded by Councilperson Kothe, the motion unanimously carried.  
FENCE HEIGHT VARIANCE – KLEEMAN HOUSE 
 Councilperson Schleining moved to approve the fence height variance to allow an 8 foot high fence at the 
rear of Lot 3 and the vacated north/south alley in Block 1 for Amazing Spaces LLC. Seconded by Councilperson 
Heinrich, the motion unanimously carried.  
SETBACK VARIANCE – CHERISH BAKER – BLOCK 139 
 Councilperson Herman moved to approve the setback variance to the property line for Cherish Baker, Lots 
5 & 6 of Block 139. Seconded by Councilperson Fischer, the motion unanimously carried.  
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT – MICK ENGLE – BLOCK 9 
 Councilperson Herman moved to approve the conditional use permit for Mick Engle, Lots 5 & 6 of Block 9 
for a trailer sales and service. Seconded by Councilperson Heinrich, the motion unanimously carried.
