The Custer Beacon is currently scaled back and activated as a take-out food and weekend
restaurant/bar venue in full compliance with the current Resolution. With our large,
indoor/open-air venue that can safely accommodate people with regulation-spaced table
distances, we are requesting City permission for us to host occasional small-scale ticketed,
seated meal events that may/may not include accompanying musicians on our stage. We feel
that with a potential swell in tourists, we could most safely control the number of guests at our
venue with limited ticketed access to an attractive seated meal-event. Our proposal includes:

1) Ticketed Meal Event for a Set Time (1 % hrs)
a) Controls max number of participants allowed; no lines, folks directly seated
i) We request allowance of 10% of our indoor capacity be activated (approx 10-12
tables for 2-6 people)
b) Establishes set arrival and exit time so no lingering indoors or gathering at the bar
2) Pre-set Meal & Drink
a) Results in no on-site ordering, menus or cash transactions which minimizes movement
and unnecessary contact
3) Safe-Table Protocol
a} Tables/chairs pre-set with min 6ft distances and no more than 1 family-group/table
) Table-side serving and minimal-contact clearing provided
) Disposable cups to be used with use of sterilized plates and silverware
) With a controlled exit time all tables can be easily re-set; re-sterilized.
) Expect all service staff to follow safety guidelines including masks, latex gloves,
handwashing, and enhanced cleaning protocol for all surfaces.
4) The option to have live music to enhance the meal experience
a) No dancing or outdoor group games to be allowed during event - a fully seated event.

Technically, what is proposed above is already fully in compliance with the City Ordinance, yet we
understand the idea of “tickets and music” leans us toward acting as an entertainment venue. Please
note we are proposing occasional, controlled small meal-events and NOT concerts. This type of
controlled event is actually most safe for guests and staff in our larger venue. It also gives us some hope
of participating/surviving in this minimized season.

Primary usage of the Community Center at this time will be for Pickleball play to take the pressure off
the Log Building as the YMCA increases in usage. No other programs or events are scheduled for the
Community Center Gymnasium at this time.

Maximum COVID-19 Occupancy: 15 participants based on 200 sq. ft. per person

> All participants using this facility will be cleared for participation at the Log Building prior to
going to the Community Center. The Check-in station will continue to have the standard COVID-
19 health questions, perform a temperature check and clear participants for activity. Once
cleared, Community Center participants will be given a daily sticker to indicate they have been
cleared at the Log Building for participation.
> The “Volunteer of the Day” will be responsible for checking to assure:
A. That all participants have been cleared at the Log Building prior to entrance at the
Community Center.
B. Unlocking and Locking facility.
C. Cleaning and Spraying down chairs, restrooms, storage area doors and entrance
door handles
> The facility will only be available during normal YMCA of Custer business hours to allow the
proper health questionnaire/temp check to be completed.
> Only YMCA of Rapid City/Custer members will be permitted usage during this time.

All other previously approved COVID -19 YMCA of Custer standards will be utilized including signage,
social distancing, hand sanitizer usage and age limits. The YMCA will establish a schedule for usage,
which will be posted on the web page, at the Log Building and the Community Center.

Custer Pool Opening Plan
June 1, 2020

The Custer Pool offers some unique challenges to opening within the pandemic but | believe we have a
plan to mitigate as many of the issues as possible while still allowing primarily the children of our
community an activity for the summer along with swim lesson instruction.

The COVID-19 Custer Pool Plan calls for many of the same actions that have been approved for the Log
Building Plan that was already adopted.

Maximum Occupancy: 45 based on 200 ft. per participant inside the fenced pool space.

The guard in the shack will be responsible for the check-in station duties; asking the standard
COVID-19 wellness questions for all who wish to enter the pool area. Body temperature will also
be taken at this time. The entrance window will be where potential swimmers will be checked
in, signed in by staff, and evaluated. Staff who are in the Guard Shack will wear a mask for
checking people infout of the pool. This staff position will be responsible for the concession
stand also and will wear a mask for this duty. Social distancing spaces will be created at both
windows.

Social distancing designated spots will be placed on the ground outside the pool to help people
remember to keep their distance from each other. These spots will also be placed inside the
pool on the deck to remind patrons to space themselves out around the pool deck.

The Locker Rooms will be in use and will be sanitized by staff hourly during regular pool breaks.
The normal pool furniture will not be provided during this time (tables and chairs where kids
congregate at the pool).

Toys, goggles, kick boards, noodles etc. will not be permitted during open swim times, diving
toys and float assists may be used during swim lesson times but will be sanitized after usage.
The drinking fountain will not be used this summer.

Ladders and lifeguard chairs will be sanitized during pool breaks prior to the guard switch
occurring. Surfaces in and around the office area will be sanitized at the conclusion of pool
break.

Swim lessons will be offered with significant changes to the lessons for the younger children;
levels 1 and 2 will require an adult to be in the water with each child. This in the water adult will
serve as the home base for the child who will return to the adult while waiting for the next
opportunity within the instructional period.

Pool staff will have the option of wearing masks, which will be provided by the YMCA. Pool staff
will also utilize the same rescue tube the whole day and will sanitize after their usage.

Pool access will be limited to individuals who are members of the Custer Y and individuals with
Black Hills area zip codes. The YMCA National Database Membership will not be honored this
summer. No others will be permitted.

Disclaimer signs provided by the Y’s Insurance provider will be posted at the entrance and
throughout the facility.

Hand sanitizers will be installed in the guard shack and another location at the pool.



in the event of a COVID-19 incident:
> The pool will be closed for deep cleaning of all surfaces. Opening will only occur upon the
approval of Custer City and the CEO of the YMCA.

> If the individual spent less than 10 minutes and had minimal contact, the pool will close and
reopen the next day.

* The pool’s opening is directly connected to how the outbreak of COVID 19 progresses in the

Custer Community. Approval to open may be rescinded if a major outbreak occurs in Custer County.
